You will need to pack your gear about 
100 yards to your cabin.

Adult leaders are responsible for monitoring the behavior of  youth 
Scout members. Two adult leaders, one who must be at 21 years old 
or older, are required. We usually recommend a 1 to 5 ratio for packs 
or dens but you can use your own discretion. Male and female lead-
ers will have separate sleeping cabins, meaning your group may be 
split or in the case of  2 female leaders with large groups, you will 
need to arrange adult supervision with another attending pack.
